Trying to say in a simple way, current situation across the whole world is the
result of a new stage of capitalism production system —globalization— that repre-
sents some important changes regarding to some previous ones (JEssor.

Among them some combination of factors are specially crucial: loss of citizens’
contrel about their future: loss of national and even supra-national control over
financial international fluxes and its effects: loss of redistributive character of mar-
ket production model with a progressive concentration of benefits and progressive
reduction of middle classes as crucial element for demand and markets {and so for
productions and enterprises of the real economy).

In sum, capitalism cannot solve its own problems and its regular crisis but
only displace them geographically (HarRVEY, 2010); but now also over time: firstly
going back to the future (jeopardizing it because the problem of internal —families
& business—as well as external debt). and right now going back to the past (social
rights reduction/erosion trying to going back to previous stages of the industriali-

The most recent Ternfornal Agenda: Towards an Inclusive, Smart and Sustainable
Europe of Diverse Regions (TA 2020, 207T), has been adapied 1o the Europe 2020
strategy, the general road map of EU policy targets in regards to central policy fields
(employment, energy, education and innovation). The TA 2020 takes up the “policy
tnad” proposed by the Europe 2020 strategy - namely, smart, sustainable and
inclusive growth (and it is thus related to concepts such sustainable development and
smart specialization). In doing so, the document underines the importance of a
termtonal and/or place-based approach in order to reflect the terntonal diversity and
challenges in Europe’s cifies and regions.

The TA 2020 also asserts that the diversity of terntones is a potential for
development.
